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SUMMARY

On the Interpretation of tathagatagarbha
in the Ratnagotravibhaga

SAITO Akira

The exploration of the semantics of the tathagatagarbha compound has a
long history in the modern research on Mahayana Buddhism. Despite a
good number of studies dedicated to the topic, the question is unfortunately
far from being solved.

The present paper revisits the meaning of tathagatagarbha as
interpreted in the Ratnagotravibhaga (RGV). The different interpretations
of the tathagatagarbha compound in the RGV make it a particularly
valuable source in this respect. It was the Tathagatagarbhasutra which first
declared that “all living beings are tathagatagarbhas.” This sutra, however,
does not contain any analytic explanation of the compound. Instead, it
clarifies the tenet by means of nine similes. In contrast, the RGV deals
directly and in detail with fathagatagarbha as the cause of the emergence of
the Three Jewels. The focus of its interpretation is on the teaching that “all
living beings are tathagatagarbhas.” The word tathagatagarbha in this
statement is understood from three perspectives, i.e. (1) dharmakaya, (2)
tathata, and (3) gotra, and is interpreted as both a tatpurusa compound
[(1)] and a bahuvrihi compound [ (2), (3)].

According to this explanation encompassing three semantic dimensions,
the RGV authors appear to have construed the word tathagatagarbha as
“embryo (garbha) of a tathdgata” or “having the genealogy (garbha) of a
tathagata within.” This interpretation underlies not only the RGV but also
the above statement in the Tathagatagarbhasitra (“all living beings are

embryos of a fathagata” or “all living beings have the genealogy of a
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tathagata within”).
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
